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“Only Christ Can Bring Peace” (Part 2)
Samuel 19:16-30

● Shimei: Fearfully submitting to the king.
○ “Shimei the son of Gera fell down before the king.…” (2 Samuel 16:5-8)
○ “Let not my lord hold me guilty or remember how your servant did wrong on the day my lord

the king left Jerusalem.”
○ “Do not let the king take it to heart (personal).”
○ “For your servant knows that I have sinned.” (1 Kings 2:8-9; 3:36-46)

■ Our only hope is the grace and mercy of God. We were God’s enemies before He
rescued us from our sin. “But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with
which He loved us….by grace you have been saved.” (Ephesians 2:4-5)

■ Humility and awe before God will keep us passionate for God. “Therefore let us be
grateful for receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaked, and thus let us offer to God
acceptable worship, with reverence and awe.” (Hebrews 12:28)

● Mephibosheth: Delightfully following the king.
○ “And Mephibosheth the son of Saul came down to meet the king.” (2 Samuel 9:8-13)
○ “He had neither taken care of his feet nor trimmed his beard nor washed his clothes, from the

day the king departed until the day he came back in safety.”
○ “Do therefore what seems good to you.”
○ “Oh, let him take it all, since the lord my king has come safely home.”

■ The greatest gift that we have received in Christ is having access to God. He is the true
prize of salvation. “For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the
unrighteous, that He might bring us to God.” (1 Peter 3:18a)

■ Our love for Christ is an inward and outward reality. “But whoever keeps His word, in him
truly the love of God is perfected. By this we may know that we are in Him: whoever says
he abides in Him, ought to walk in the same way in which He walked.” (1 John 2:5-6)

● Barzillai: Faithfully serving the king.
○ “He had provided the king with food while he stayed at Mahanaim, for he was a very wealthy

man.” (2 Samuel 17:27-29)
○ “But here is your servant Chimham. Let him go over with my lord the king, and do for him

whatever seems good to you.”
○ “And the king kissed Barzillai and blessed him, and he returned to his own home.”

■ Barzillai had everything he needed, which led to him thinking of others more than
himself. “Love one another with brotherly affection. Outdo one another in showing
honor.” (Romans 12:10)
